The Office of Commonwealth Libraries is one of five state library agencies that joined 
the year two IMLS grant-funded initiative Building Equity-Based 
Summers (BEBS) Through Libraries & Communities.  This project is designed to equip 
library staff to create summer programs and services that are equitable and promote 
equity across the communities served by their library.
